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Geocoding is the 

process used to plot 

addresses



Thematic Maps

Thematic maps are used to 

emphasize patterns
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Identify Hotspots & Deserts
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• Hot spots identifies statistically 

significant spatial clusters of high 

values

• Deserts identifies statistically 

significant spatial clusters of low 

values



Calculating Distance
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• Straight-line distance
