Dear Colleague:

The Children’s Bureau (CB) is anticipating inviting nine States to participate in the pilot test phase for the Federal National Youth in Transition Database (NYTD) system.  This test phase, scheduled for September 2010, will involve having pilot States transmit their data files using Cyberfusion Integration Suite (CFI) and then using the web-based NYTD portal to select a data file to submit to the NYTD system.  All data compliance and quality checks will be conducted on transmitted files, the results of which will be viewable in the NYTD portal.  States will be asked to utilize a web-based tracking system to report system issues and ask questions about their experience transmitting data files to the NYTD system.  
CB is looking for a cross-section of States to invite for NYTD pilot testing, including:
· States with different child welfare data collection approaches, including both SACWIS and non-SACWIS systems;
· States with different child welfare agency structures, including both State-administered and county-administered child welfare agencies; and, 
· States with different technology approaches (e.g. mainframe, client server, COTS, web-based).
The Federal NYTD Team will discuss this pilot testing opportunity with interested States in more detail at the 2009 NYTD Technical Assistance Meeting (July 21-23, 2010), with the intention of selecting the nine pilot States shortly after the meeting in August 2010.
